Preamble:

According to the above referred Government Resolutions, for recruitment to the posts of
Grade A, Grade B and Grade C in the Government Department, knowledge of computer
operation / application has been made as an essential eligibility criteria. In accordance with
the said provisions, for new recruitment, vide Government Resolution dated August 7, 2001,
Government has prescribed any one of the following as the essential eligibility criteria;

(A) Certificate of passing of ‘C.C.C.” examination authorised by D.O.E.A.C.C. Society or
Certificate of passing of any one of the examination of ‘O’ level, ‘A’ level or ‘B’ level
or ‘C’ level.

(B) Certificate of passing of MS-CIT examination authorised by Maharashtra State Board
of Technical Education (MSBTE).

However Government has noticed that, attaining the eligibility criteria of computer operation
/ application is troublesome for the candidates in rural areas and especially for those in
remote areas. Considering the same, the Government had proposed to relax the condition of
attaining the eligibility criteria before appointment.

Government Resolution:
In view of the preamble the following decision is being taken:

As on 19.3.2003 or in any subsequent process of recruitment to the posts of Grade A, Grade
B and Grade C, the newly recruited Officers / Employees should comply with the eligibility
criteria of knowledge of Computer operation / application within two years from the date of
appointment or else their services will get terminated. The condition to this effect should be
included in their letter of appointment.

In accordance with the paragraph 4 of the Government Resolution dated 20™ July, 2002,
those Officers / Employees in the Government Service will be paid maximum amount of Rs.
300/- (Rupees Three Hundred) towards fees for the examination. But newly recruited
Officers / Employees will not be paid the said amount. The newly recruited employees /



officers themselves will have to bear the cost towards attaining the eligibility criteria of
Computer operation / application.

The provisions of this Government Resolution shall become effective from 19" March, 2003.
